CONDITIONS OF STAY AT NORFOLK GUESTHOUSE

Guest/s attend this establishment at their own risk.

The guest hereby agrees on behalf of himself and the members of his party that it is a condition of his/their residence at Norfolk Guesthouse, that neither Norfolk Guesthouse, The Proprietor, its agent/s and/or its employee/s ("the Proprietor") shall be liable for claims of whatever nature including, but not limited to, that for theft, injury, loss or damage of whatever nature. The guest/s hereby waive/s and abandon/s any such claims against the Proprietor, whether they arise from the Proprietor's default, negligence or otherwise.
The guest/s, in addition to the aforesaid, hereby indemnify the Proprietor against any claims which may arise from whatever nature, whether arising from the Proprietor's default, negligence or otherwise.
BEHAVIOUR
The person who signs the guest registration form is responsible for the behaviour of everyone using the rental room during the rental period. If anyone in the client’s party behaves in an unacceptable manner by civilized standards the entire party may be required by Norfolk management to vacate the property without prior notice.

In addition, it is the guests’ responsibility:

- To pay for any losses or damages to the property, however caused (reasonable wear and tear excluded).

- To take good care of the room and leave it in a clean and tidy condition at the end of the rental period.

- To permit Norfolk reasonable access to the room.

- Not to cause an annoyance or become a nuisance to occupants of adjoining rooms, rooms in the house or residents of the neighbourhood.
